Just a few steps from the restaurant, you’ll find some of the city's main attractions,
such as the Picasso Museum and the MOCO Museum (5 minutes on foot), the
Basilica of Santa Maria del Mar (5 minutes on foot), and Ciutadella Park (10
minutes on foot). Additionally, the area is perfectly connected to the Gothic Quarter
and Las Ramblas, just a 10-15 minute walk away, while the iconic Barceloneta
Beach is only 15 minutes on foot.

7 Portes is also close to the city's main hotels, such as Hotel Arts, Hotel W
Barcelona, and several establishments on Passeig de Gràcia, all within a 10-15
minute drive. This privileged location, combined with its historical and culinary
prestige, makes it the ideal venue for corporate events and business lunches or
dinners .
